Do not transport unless 3-point lift lever is fully raised and in the latched
transport position.  Dropping inplement in transport can cause serious
damage to the tractor and/or implement and possibly cause the operator
or others to be injured or killed.

This Implement is wider than the Tractor.   Be careful when operating
or transporting this equipment to prevent the inplement  from running into
or striking sign posts, guard rails, concrete abutments or other solid
objects.  Such an impact could cause the inplement and tractor to pivot
violently resulting in loss of steering control, serious injury, or even death.
Never allow the implement to contact obstacles.

There are obvious and hidden potential hazards in operating Rear Blades
as in all power-driven equipment.  REMEMBER !  This machine is often
operated in rough terrain conditions that include gullies, holes, slopes,
hidden obstructions and the like.  Seriousinjury or even death may occur
unless care is taken to assure the safety of the operator and bystanders
in the area.

NEVER STORE BLADE WITH HITCH UPWARD POSITION.  Inadvertent
falling could cause serious injury or even death.

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This section is intended to explain in broad terms the concept and effect of federal laws and regulations
concerning employer and employee equipment operators.  This section is not intended as a legal
interpretation of the law and should not be considered as such.

Employer-Employee Operator Regulations
U.S. Public Law 91-596 (The Williams-Steiger Occupational and Health Act of 1970) OSHA

This Act Seeks:
“...to assure so far as possible every working man and woman in the nation safe and
healthful working conditions and to preserve our human resources...”

DUTIES
Sec. 5 (a)  Each employer-
(1)  shall furnish to each of his employees employment and a place of employment which
are free from recognized hazards that are causing or are likely to cause death or serious
physical harm to his employees;
(2)  shall comply with occupational safety and health standards promulgated under this
Act.
(b)  Each employee shall comply with occupational safety and health standards and all
rules, regulations and orders issued pursuant to this Act which are applicable to his
own actions and conduct.

OSHA Regulations
OSHA regulations state in part: “At the time of initial assignment and at least annually
thereafter, the employer shall instruct every employee in the safe operation and servicing
of all equipment with which the employee is, or will be involved.”

Employer Responsibilities:
To ensure employee safety during Tractor and Implement operation, it is the employer’s responsibility
to:

1. Train the employee in the proper and safe operation of the Tractor and Implement.

2. Require that the employee read and fully understand the Tractor and Implement Operator’s manual.

3. Permit only qualified and properly trained employees to operate the Tractor and Implement.

4. Maintain the Tractor and Implement in a safe operational condition and maint ain all shields and
guards on the equipment.

5. Ensure the Tractor is equipped with a functional  ROPS and seat belt and require that the employee
operator securely fasten the safety belt and operate with the ROPS in the raised position at all
times.

6. Forbid the employee operator to carry additional riders on the Tractor or Implement.

7. Provide the required tools to maintain the Tractor and Implement in a good safe working condition
and provide the necessary support devices to secure the equipment safely while performing repairs
and service.

Child Labor Under 16 Years of Age
Some regulations specify that no one under the age of 16 may operate power machinery .  It is your
responsibility to know what these regulations are in your own area or situation.  (Refer to U.S. Dept. of
Labor, Employment Standard Administration, Wage & Home Division, Child Labor Bulletin #102.)

FEDERAL LAWS AND REGULATIONS

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ASSEMBLY

Before attempting to mount or service your Tiger Claw, it
is important to read and understand all of the Safety

Messages in the Safety section of this manual.

Check complete shipment list against the packing list to make sure there are no
shortages.   Make certain the tractor model is the appropriate one for the equipment
received!

INSTALLING NATIONAL PIPE FITTINGS
Whenever installing a pipe fitting, wrap the threads clockwise (looking at the end)

with teflon tape.   In this way, the tape will be tightened when installed.   NOTE:  It is not
necessary to tape O-ring fittings, or those installed in swivels.

INSTALLING O-RING FITTINGS
Installing straight, 45 degree and 90 degree O-ring fittings  requires that the O-ring,

washer  and nut (A) be up against the swivel body (B).   Insert the swivel and turn in
until the swivel is pointed in the right direction and the O-ring contact is made.   Hold
swivel in set direction with a wrench and turn the O-ring nut away from the swivel body
and carefully tighten.

ASSEMBLY
Assemble  the A-frame to the beam, install the brace between the beam and A-

frame and attach the hydraulic cylinder using hardware supplied as shown in the
parts section.

Use a floor jack, hoist or fork lift to lift or raise heavy parts whenever
possible whether mentioned or not.

Read and understand the entire assembly section instructions before attempting
to mount your Tiger mower.   Refer to the parts section of this manual for detailed
illustrations to locate all parts.

ADJUSTING REAR WHEELS
Raise rear of tractor onto jack-stands.   Follow the instructions in the tractor

owners manual for adjusting tires and rims .   The back wheels MUST be adjusted
to the widest setting.  NOTE:   This may require switching the wheels to opposite
sides of tractor.   Also take note of any width restrictions when transporting by trailer.
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ASSEMBLY

3-POINT MOUNTING
Before installing the claw onto the 3-point hitch, you must adjust the 3-point lever

(at the right of the seat) to the approx. position to match the tractor 3-point arms to
the lower 3-point pin on the Claw.   (See tractor owners manual for further instruction
on use of the 3-point hitch).   Next, install the Claw onto the 3-point hitch using the
pins as shown in the parts illustration.   Then install the top link cylinder to the tractor
and the top A-Frame arm.   Next hook-up the hydraulic cylinder hoses to the tractor
remote hydraulic couplers.   Further adjustment may be required, adjust the tractor’s
lift arms to level the Claw’s frame.  Using the side turnbuckles or stabilizer bars,
adjust the 3-point to prevent any side movement.   Check you local width regulations
before transporting your Claw.

FINAL PREPARATION FOR OPERATION
Place operators safety and operation decals on the steering column side

counsel where they are clearly visible to the operator.   These decals should be
understood by each operator of the machine in conjunction with the safety and
operation section of this book.   The decals are to remain in good condition as a
reminder to the operator, and should be replaced if damaged.

Finally, all bosses, pins and pivot points will need to be greased as instructed
in the maintenance section of this manual.   Double check all fittings and fasteners
BEFORE starting tractor.   Also secure any loose hoses together with zip ties and
wrap with split hoses where friction may occur on the hoses.

BEFORE starting or operating the tractor you must read and
understand the safety and operation sections of this manual
completely.

Start tractor and allow instruments to stabilize.   Using a piece of paper or
cardboard as noted in the safety and maintenance sections, check all fittings and
connections for hydraulic leaks.

If a leak is found, you must shut down the tractor, set the blade on the ground.
Before attempting to fix the leak, you must actuate the lift valve handles several
times to relieve any pressure in the lines.

Before operating the Claw , the blade should be slowly moved throughout the
full range of motion.   Watch for any condition that would cause pinching or excess
stress on the hoses.      If any condition occurs, stop immediately and adjust or
correct the problem before continuing with operations.

OPERATION TESTING
Take the tractor to a test location free of potenial hazzards.   Follow the

instructions in the operation section to operate the Claw.   Vibration of the Claw
should be minimal at all times.   After a 5 minute test run, the blade bolts should be
retorqued and once again after the first few hours of operation.

If any parts of this assembly section, or any other section of this
manual are not clearly understood you must contact your dealer or
the address on the front of this manual for assistance!

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OPERATION

Safety is of primary import ance to the owner / operator and to the manufacturer .
The first section of this manual includes a list of Safety Messages, that, if followed, will
help protect the operator and bystanders from injury or death.   Many of the messages
will be repeated throughout the manual.   The owner / operator / dealer should know
these Safety Messages before assembly and be aware of the hazards of operating this
mower during assembly, use, and maintenance.

The Safety Alert Symbol  combined with a signal word, as seen below, is
intended to warn the owner / operator of impending hazards and the degree of injury
possible during operation.

The lowest level of Safety Message;  Warns of possible minor injury.
Decals located on the cutter with this Signal Word are Black and Yellow.

Serious injury or possible death!   Decals are Black and Orange.

Imminent death / critical injury.   Decals are Red and White.

Before any operation of tractor , the user should read and
understand the safety and operating instructions for both the tractor and
the unit.   The user should also be familiar with the location and
functions of the units instruments and controls.   Being familiar with the
machine and it’s controls will increase efficiency and reduce possibility of

serious injury or damage to the unit.   The operator should work slowly and carefully until
he feels comfortable with the machine.   Speed and skill will be attained much easier if
the necessary time is spent to familiarize yourself with the machine and its operations.

Since tractor makes and models vary, we recommend reading and following the
operators manual provided by the manufacturer pertaining to your particular unit.

WARNING! Many varied objects, such as wire, cable, rope, or chains, can become
entangled in the operating parts of the head.  These items could then swing
outside the housing at greater velocities than the blades.  Such a situation
is extremely hazardous and could result in serious injury or even death.
Inspect the cutting area for such objects.  Remove any like object from the
site.  Never allow the cutting blades to contact such items.  (SGM-6)
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FIELD OPERATION AND ADJUSTMENT

Check the operators manual received from the tractor manufacturer, for
their recommendation and procedures pertaining to your particular make and model.

When rotating parts are in motion, serious injury may occur if caution is
not used or danger is not recognized.   Never allow bystanders within 300
feet  of the machine when mower is in operation.

Start the tractor and allow the instrument s to stabilize.   Without moving, practice
positioning the Claw.   Remember, speed and skill will be attained easier if the necessary
time is spent familiarizing yourself with the machine and its operations.   When you feel
comfortable at controlling the position of the head, lift the head to the travel position, and
transport to the desired location.

For the first time with a Tiger Claw, we recommend choosing a ditch or area relatively
flat with a minimum of sign posts, guard rails, etc.   As always, you should inspect the
area for other objects that can cause potential hazards and remove them.

Once at the location, using the tractor remote control to tilt the head to the desired
grade angle.  With the head angle set, using the 3-point control slowly lower the head
until the head is resting upon the ground.  Now carefully adjust the 3-point control lever to
the desired cutting depth.  Slowly move forward, determining the cutting depth is correct
and blade is work properly.  When properly adjusted, the front or inboard disk should just
tickle the ground. The recommended tractor speed should range between 8 - 12 mph
depending  on surface conditions and desired results. At slower speeds the head will dig
in and push more, where as increasing the speed will cause the head to rise up and
plane across the surface being conditioned.  Remember that several shallow cuts will be
easier to obtain and produce a better grade than one deep cut.  Usually the first cut is
damp and should be left to dry prior to the second cut.  If the disks plug up from wet
material, stop work until ground is sufficiently dry.

FLOAT ADJUSTMENT
The blade is equiped with a float adjustment arm at the top of the A - Frame.  This

adjustment arm can be adjusted to let the blade float slightly as the contour of the grade
slopes downward.  Remove the pin located under the A - Frame / cylinder clevis and
move the pin to the front hole in the A -Frame.  Always reset the float adjustment to its
original position prior to transporting.   Refer to transporting in the operation section.
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OPERATION

Transporting unit by flatbed trailer:
Park flatbed on level area.   Drive tractor onto center of flatbed to avoid uneven

distribution of weight and staying within local width restrictions.  Set the park brake and
place the tractor shift lever into park.  Then tilt and lower the blade to a level position on
the flatbed, shut off the tractor.   The tractor and the blade should now be chained down
securely to the trailer bed.

CAUTION:  If trailer is not  level, the tractor and blade could become unstable
causing the unit to over turn.

If any part of this operating section, or any other section of this manual is
not completely understood, contact your Tiger dealer or the address on
the cover of this manual for assistance

TRANSPORTING CLAW
Transporting under the units own power:

When transporting between job sites or between cutting passes, the following
procedure should be followed:   With the blade on the ground at rest, move the float
adjustment pin to the back hole in the A - Fame (to prevent blade bounce).  Raise
the blade to it’s highest position.  Then tilt the blade upward until it is in the fully
raised position.  Articulating models have a slider , pull the locking pin upward and
swing the gang inward until pin drops into slider (Lift and rotate the slider locking pin
will hold the pin upward, this position is not recommended for operation or
transport, serious damage or injury may occur ).  Check to be sure blade has
ample clearance from the ground.   The unit is now in position for self transportation.

CAUTION:   When transporting this blade on the road or highway, use the
tractor warning lights, SMV sign, Reflectors and other devices for adequate
warning to the operators of other vehicles.  Check local government
regulations.

Do not transport at high speed at any time, especially when traveling over
fields or rough roads.  The bounce of the blade on the tractor could cause
damage to the tractor, blade and or even bodily injury.

DANGER!

This Implement is wider than the Tractor.   Be careful when
operating or transporting this equipment to prevent the implement
from running into or striking sign posts, guard rails, concrete
abutments or other solid objects.  Such an impact could cause
the implement and tractor to pivot violently resulting in loss of
steering control, serious injury, or even death.  Never allow the
implement to contact obstacles.

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MAINTENANCE

Tiger Blades are designed for high performance and rugged durability , yet with
simplified maintenance.   The purpose of this section of the manual is to help the operator
in the regular servicing of the mower.   Regular maintenance at the intervals mentioned
will result in the maximum efficiency and long life of the Tiger Blade.

When you purchase a Tiger Blade you also acquire another valuable asset, Tiger’s
parts organization.   Our rapid and efficient service has guaranteed the customer
satisfaction for many years.   Tiger parts keep up with the demands for efficiency, safety
and endurance expected of the Tiger Blade.

MAINTENANCE PRECAUTIONS
· Be sure end of grease gun and zerks are clean before using.   Debris injected into
bearings, etc. with grease will cause immediate damage.
· DO NOT use a power grease gun to lubricate bearings.   These require very small
and exact amounts of lubrication.   Refer to the detailed maintenance section for specific
lubrication instructions.   Do Not over-grease bearings.
· Take the required action to correct any problems immediately.
· Release of energy from pressurized systems may cause inadvertent actuation of
cylinders, or sudden release of compressed springs.   Before disconnecting any hoses
relieve pressure by shutting tractor off, setting cutter on ground and actuating lift valve
handles.

DO NOT use hands to check for suspected leaks in hydraulic hoses!
Hydraulic fluid escaping under pressure can have sufficient force to
penetrate skin and cause serious injury.   If fluid is injected into skin, it
must be surgically removed within a few hours or gangrene may result.
Use a small piece of wood or cardboard, not hands, to search for pin
hose leaks.   Be sure all pressure is relieved whenever disconnecting
lines.   Be sure all connections are tight and hoses and lines are not
damaged before applying pressure.

BREAK IN PERIOD
In addition to following the break in instructions for your particular tractor, re-torque

bolts and nuts after first five hours of operation and periodically thereafter.   See torque
specification chart in this section for your particular application.

DANGER! Never work under the Implement, the framework, or any lifted
component unless the Implement is securely supported or blocked
up to prevent sudden or inadvertent falling which could cause
serious injury or even death.    (SG-14)

WARNING! Do not modify or alter this Implement.   Do not permit anyone to modify
or alter this Implement, any of its components or any Implement
function.  (SG-8)
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MAINTENANCE

WARNING! Relieve hydraulic pressure prior to doing any maintenance or repair
work on the Implement.  Place the  Head on the ground or securely
supported on blocks or stands, disengage the PTO, and turn off the
engine.  Push and pull the control Levers or Joystick several times to
relieve pressure prior to starting any maintenance or repair work.

GREASING SPINDLE BEARING FLANGE
Locate grease zerks on both ends of disk shaft, these are located on the bearing

cover of the bearing.   Normal conditions require one or two pump in each bearing,
using grease conforming to NLGI No.2 penetration (heavy multi-purpose grease).   This
is to be done with a standard grease gun daily or at  8 hour intervals .   CAUTION:
Over greasing may cause premature seal failure.  Regular lubrication will ensure
maximum bearing life.

DISK REPACEMENT
Under normal use the disk blades will wear, recommended replacement of the disks

blade is when measured below 19 1/2” in diameter.  For assembly information refer to
the parts section pages.
